ABOUT THIS PROJECT
The project involves the widening of SR 50 from 
a 4-lane divided roadway to a 6-lane divided 
highway. The existing roadway right-of-way is 200-
feet wide and will support the proposed roadway 
widening. 

Bicycle and pedestrian accommodations will be 
provided and include 5-foot sidewalks and 7-foot 
buffered bike lanes in each direction. Pedestrian 
signals at signalized intersections will also be 
provided. 

An access management report will be conducted 
to review the existing median openings, turn lanes 
and geometry.
